The two-day Ȭ1ÕÉÃË ÁÎÄ $ÉÒÔÙȭ event, held in August, saw eight 

2-person  teams construct eight different boats in five hours on 

Saturday using only three sheets of plywood, wire cable ties, 

several pieces of  lumber and Sikaflex, a fast acting caulk and 

adhesive.  Each team came with their own design in mind.  It 

was interesting to see how they put the same materials together 

in different ways with much discussion and camaraderie.  

 That was it. Five hours. No extra time allowed.  On Sunday, 

the crews returned in the morning to decorate their boats and prepare to race them. The picture tells all. The

OYSTERS MAKE A COMEBACK 
After 12 years of work by the Coastal Steward Dave Johnson 

and his volunteers, the size of the oyster population in Port 

Jefferson Harbor provided a livelihood for baymen and added 

$2,000,000 to the local economy. Port Jefferson Oysters once 

again were featured at the Oyster Bar in Grand Central Station! 

Dave tells us that 50,000 more adult oysters were released this 

year, making it 302,000 to date. The oysters propagate 

themselves now and shells with baby oysters attached are easily 

found on the surrounding beaches.  An adult oyster, being a 

filter feeder, can clean 50 gallons of water a day. They are 

beginning to make a difference in the water quality of the 

harbor. 

The program will take a great leap forward next year after an agreement with the DEC and Town of 

Brookhaven. Using his grant from Congressman Tim Bishop, Dave will be purchasing 15 ÍÉÌÌÉÏÎ ȬÅÙÅÄ ÏÙÓÔÅÒ 

ÌÁÒÖÁÅȭ ÏÖÅÒ ÔÈÅ ÃÏÕÒÓÅ ÏÆ ÔÅÎ ×ÅÅËÓ ÎÅØÔ May to July. Crushed oyster shell, already purchased, will be 

delivered to the BÒÏÏËÈÁÖÅÎ ȬÇÒÏ×-ÏÕÔȭ ÆÁÃÉÌÉÔÙ ÁÔ Mt Sinai Harbor.  There, the shell will be bagged by 

volunteers and placed into tanks with the oyster larvae and aerated for one week. The shell, now with oyster 

spat attached, will be placed in racks in the harbor.  After a month in the racks the oysters will be released 

throughout Port Jefferson Harbor, one tote at a time. This will ensure that the oysters are dispersed in 

hundreds of locations, thus providing a greater chance of survival.  

 It is an ambitious program that will require a lot of work. Keep track of the program at 

www.coastalsteward.org and come volunteer when you can. Come meet Dave at the Port Jefferson  

The Go-Green event at the Port Jefferson Village Center on Saturday, November 5 between noon and 4 PM.
